2019 Review



Increased Energy Efficiency Investment

• Illinois

• HB 62: $45 billion capital bill for six years of project financing 

• $70 million for renewable and EE projects at state facilities and $70 million for EV 
charging infrastructure

• Michigan

• Consumers Integrated Resource Plan approved; high EE contribution in resource 
mix towards end of decade

• Missouri

• Ameren (2019-2022) and Evergy (2020-2023) EE plans approved with greater annual 
spending



Energy Efficiency Rollbacks

• Iowa

• SF 638 passed; solidifies caps on utility energy efficiency plan spending

• Kentucky

• PSC ordered Kentucky Power to discontinue all DSM programs except low-income 

• Ohio

• HB 6 passed; eliminates the EERS after 2020 and creates new surcharges for nuclear 
and coal plants

• Federal

• DOE ruling: Energy Independence and Security Act (2007) lighting standards rolled 
back 

• FERC Minimum Offer Price Rule (MOPR) in PJM market
